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Schools are busy places. Lots of events, incidents and developments happen throughout the school year and Governors are generally informed of these where appropriate at their termly committee or Full Governing Body meetings. There can however be quiet a long period between some meetings and Governors may be in a position of being less informed of events at Foxfield than staff, parents and other stakeholders. In order to avoid Governors at Foxfield being placed in potentially difficult situations  because they are unaware of significant events in school  all Governors will be informed by telephone or email of the following news/events/incidents. Where appropriate additional guidance and information may be provided to Governors on how best they should respond if asked about this.

This is not an exclusive list however and senior staff will consider carefully when Governors should be urgently informed of other significant information between meetings and how they should react.

1. The death of a pupil

2. The death of a member of staff

3. The death of a Governor

4. The death of someone closely associated with the school

5. The suspension of a member of staff

6. A major accident at school, either on the premises or in the community , where a pupil or member of staff is injured

7. The resignation of a senior member of staff

8. The announcement of the retirement of a senior member of staff

9. Notification of an Ofsted Inspection

10. Legal proceedings  against the school, staff or pupils or other people linked with the school

11. Any event that was likely to result in negative publicity about the school appearing in the media
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
